FAQ

1. My Project is not for profit or has no budget, can I please use the track for free?

Due to the number of fee free requests we receive on a daily basis, it is not humanly possible for us to process these requests and issue you with a license without covering the costs of our administration. At a minimum, we charge £150 to process a license for the use of one of our copyrights. We do not grant fee free licenses.
2. What permissions do I require to use a song in my project?
There are two copyrights that need to be cleared in order to license an original song for use - the publishing copyright and the master recording copyright:

The Composition - for the use of the musical work, the lyrics and music written by the song's composer. The composer's publisher usually controls rights to the song.

Master Recording - the actual recorded performance of a song, whose main exploitation usually appears on a commercially released CD. The recording artist's record company usually controls rights to the recording.

For more information, please refer to your local performing right society (PRS/ASCAP/BMI/APRA etc)

3. How much will a license cost? 

There are a number of factors we need to consider when formalising a quote for you. 

Keep in mind that we use the following parameters when formulating a ballpark quote, and that any use is subject to final approval by the artist/composer on all fees, context and details: 

· The popularity of ‘the ‘Song’ and profile of the Artist

· What sort of project you have created (Feature Film? Television Series? Commercial? Corporate Video? Short Film? Video Game? Mobile App? etc)
· The timeframe you require the license for (1 month/12 months/5 years/In Perpetuity)
· Which different Media you require your license to cover (All Media/All Media excluding Theatrical/Film Festivals/Free, Cable, Satellite TV/Industrial (Corporate use)/Internet (streaming or non-downloadable)etc) 

· Which Territories you wish to licence for your project (UK/France/USA/World/World excluding North America etc) 

· How much of the song you wish to use and how you wish to use it. 

· Whether you wish to change the lyrics in some form or fundamentally change the structure of the song (including edits/re-records and samples) 
· What fee you have been quoted by other copyright holders you have cleared music with for your project
